THE LAWS OF NATURE AND NATURE'S GOD

On August 13, 2009 President Obama had his town hall meeting in Montana.  Near the end of his presentation a young lady read the Preamble of the Montana Constitution and then acknowledged the President as a constitutional scholar; she then challenged him to read the rest of that state's constitution.  It is true that Obama received his degree from Harvard University in constitutional law, but I am appalled that he is ignoring our own U.S. Constitution.  The Montana woman should have challenged him to read it most of all. It is difficult for me to accept any proof that he supports the very instrument that allowed him to become our President.  
When I was a very young man I subscribed to a book club that enabled me to obtain the writings and thoughts of great men of the past. One of these men was Marcus Tullius Cicero (104-43 B.C.) who was a Roman philosopher and political writer. He believed that there were ideologies that all mankind must abide by. They are called the Natural Laws.
Cicero explained that Natural Law was the Creator's order of things-that it is true law-that true law was right reason in agreement with nature and that it is immoral to try to alter it, repeal it or abolish it. He also stated that "We cannot be freed of its obligations by senate or people."  He also revealed that "It is one eternal and unchangeable law that will be valid for all nations and all times."
One of my favorite modern day political writers is W. Cleon Skousen. Skousen advanced this natural law idea further.  He agreed with Cicero that God's law is, indeed, "right reason" however when "perfectly understood is wisdom- and when applied to government it is justice." I subscribe to these thoughts and know that the Founders also believed in the Natural Laws as well. It is stated in the first paragraph of the Declaration of Independence where it addresses the fact that we should abide by the Laws of Nature and Nature's God.   It would be well to recognize that the Natural Laws have been with us since the recorded history of mankind and that we all have to abide by these fundamental laws if we want to succeed in our lives. Great nations that have come and gone rose to their grandeur by abiding by the laws of nature, and fell when they drifted from them. Native Americans lived within the laws of nature when the pilgrims came to our lands. They helped the new-comers to survive their first winter and were introduced to living within the circle of the Natural Laws.
I am disturbed at the lack of interest that people in government have in the U.S. Constitution. I hear the common person on the street say that we need to go back to the Constitution. I have also heard people say that the Contistution is obsolete and that it needs to be replaced by what addresses the changing time. That's nosense! The Founders created an instrument that will stand the test of time because of the Natural Law and Gods Law doctrine. But how do we change our course of thinking to restoring these principles so we do not have to go the ways of those nations that have benefited from their governments founded on those laws and eventually forsook them?  
Well we should make our voices heard  whenever we can-but we also need to be well versed in the document that the Founding Fathers put a lot of faith in when they ratified it. We need to do what these group of young people who are studying the Constitution of which I wrote about last June (See the article entitled Something Very Refreshing in the Archives).
Article IV, Section 4 of the Constitution says that every state shall be guaranteed a republican form of government.  This means that our governments will be representative in nature and limited to what it can do. This, likewise, means that good people elect virtuous people to represent their best interests in government. They are our servants and work for us.  If they don't do what their constituents want them to do, then they no longer are servants but the "know-it-all's" and beleive that they are the beyond listening to the people.  The pay back is when the next elections comes around. 
In connection to this the 10th Amendment to the Constitution addresses the fact that all powers come from the people through the states and are then delegated to the federal government. Ever read that part in the Declaration where it references the fact that the people who administer the affairs of government receive their powers from the "consent of the governed?" This means that no law should be made without the stamp of approval of the people. Town hall meetings are important and our legislatures should listen to the people when they voice their opinion.
The Declaration also emphasizes that the federal government shouldn't do anything that would deprive us of our liberties, safety for our lives, and our pursuit of happiness. These principles are grounded from the Natural Laws; when we stray from those values bad things happen, like the bye-gone days when great nations have crumbled.

It's time to awaken that "sleeping giant" within us and start restoring our Constitution! As true blooded Americans that is our right-
