                                        The Impact Of Socialism In The Untied States
[bookmark: _ftnref1]In my previous article I talked about how I became a political isolationist.  When I was dissatisfied with the way our politicians were running the country, I stepped back and took a look at what party advocated the values I embraced. As a young man I was very liberal during my first two years of college.  But when I came home to my village after Kennedy was assassinated and Lyndon Johnson's Great Society[1] took hold and saw how it affected the small community of Yakutat Alaska, I changed my views and became a conservative scholar.  As a result I changed my political affiliation.  I also learned a lot in college about the political spectrum and how the Founding Fathers preferred the government to operate from the middle--- that it was up to the voters to keep the political machine in balance to align with what is called people’s law (see chart below).  Not so today folks.  Let me explain by referring to some of my notes from the Constitutional Seminar I took while at (off campus) Brigham Young University:
[bookmark: _ftnref2][bookmark: _ftnref3]         First---as in all other parts of the world through its recorded history socialism had been tried and it never, never, never worked.[2] After the turn of the 20th century there was a group of wealthy Americans who began to advocate the concepts of democratic socialism.[3]  These were prominent and respected Americans: 
                  1. Andrew Carnie was one of the giants in the steel industry
         2. J.P. Morgan was one of America’s foremost railroad magnets
         3. John D. Rockefeller was one of America’s chief oil giants.
         There were others but I believe these guys were wolves in sheep clothing, who turned away from the Constitution and began embracing the principles of democratic socialism.  Why do you suppose democratic socialism appealed to them?  Because democratic socialism provides a concentration of power over people and their property and it offered some advantages to international bankers operating in the United States as well as over multi-national corporations by:
[bookmark: _ftnref4]        1. Gradually acquiring leadership of both political parties.  If they could accomplish this they would gain control of the policies of the government.[4] 
        2.The power of government could then be used to gradually establish cartel privileges which would diminish this problem of competition of which they were sorely afraid of.  
        3.These men's goal (who were capitalists in the beginning) was to acquire control over the nation’s money and credit system.
        4.The government would then be in a position to increase taxation and expand government spending that would enrich their own enterprises. You see, these charlatans used capitalism to prosper so they could use their wealth to gain more control over the affairs of government and to eventually advocate expansion of government for their own benefit.These elaborate programs were used to socialize the American system to:
        1.Channel hundreds of millions of dollars through tax-exempt foundations to provide grants to educational systems.  Eventually the government would take control of education  by sinking money into the system. (He who pulls the purse strings always has the final say).  Socialistic ideas will have been taught in the college and universities and we would gradually have a society focused on bringing America to its knees by taking away our freedoms and liberties.
        2.All of these heavily financed programs emphasized a collectivist or socialistic system as the hope of the future.  Also they would convince people that the ideas of the Founding Fathers were obsolete because they did not fit in with the economic styles of the time.
        3. They also believed that the Constitution was obsolete. 
[bookmark: _ftnref5]        4. So then, these wealthy leaders would invest a lot of money and resources in certain political candidates who would promote socialistic ideas after they were elected into office.[5] 
        5.They began to buy up many important channels of the media (newspapers, radio, t.v.) to promote socialistic ideas.
[bookmark: _ftnref6][bookmark: _ftnref7]        6.Their most loyal employees were pressed forward to accept top-level government offices where policies and decisions were to be made.[6]In 1913, behind the scenes of course, they eventually had a lot of influences in the Whitehouse and Congress.  It was in this year when three important programs were pushed through.  The Federal Reserve system was created, which gave a consortium of wealthy bankers control over the money and credit system of the United States; the Sixteenth Amendment[7] to the Constitution went into effect, which gave the Federal government a powerful financial resource: taxing our incomes. The other was the 17th Amendment which made Senators elected by the people instead of appointed by the State Legislatures.  The result of this amendment caused States Rights to be critically violated and eventually would  erode away. 
         This is outrageous, because since then (and we’ve seen it more in this administration than any other) every  emergency has been used as an excuse to increase taxes, take over private enterprises, strengthen Federal regulation through stimulus packages and gradually  focus the whole power of government away from the individual, and local self-government, toward Washington.
         Well---even though the Carnegie’s, the Morgan’s, and Rockefeller’s may started the socialistic movement at the turn of the 20th century Americans who believed in people’s law managed to prevail and keep the principles embedded in the Constitution intact.  Weak attempts have been made to socialize America, but people’s law kept it at arms length for as long as possible.  
         Now we have a young, brilliant, man who was graduated with a constitutional law degree from Harvard, trained by the likes of Bill Ayers on socialistic ideas as a young man, was counseled for twenty years by the Reverend Wright (who wants God to damn America) and trained by Acorn about how to organize a community.
         Wake up America!
